2. What contributions can I make as someone who is knowledgeable about China after taking this course? 
· One letter of recommendation from your current employer or your colleague.  
Scholarship applications and all supporting documents, should be submitted to the Confucius Institute Scholarship Committee Chair, and must be received (not postmarked) no later than March 15, 2010.

Selection Procedures and Timeline

· The Confucius Institute Scholarship Committee will select the scholarship recipient(s).

· The Scholarship Committee members will review the applications and submit recommendations for scholarship recipients to the Committee Chair by March 19th. The Committee Chair will then notify the final candidates.

· The scholarship check will be distributed to the recipient by September 15th. Proof of enrollment for the Fall semester in an accredited library science program must be provided to the Scholarship Committee before check will be distributed to the recipient.

Administrative Procedures

· Two $1000 travel scholarships will be awarded this year. 
· In the event that no applicants satisfy the above-mentioned criteria and factors in a given year, no scholarship will be awarded, with the option to grant additional scholarships the following year.
