January 2009‑ Scholarship awarded after you send us (1)your transcripts showing satisfactory
performance in the fall term (grade average of C or better) and (2)service to the RI 4-H Club Foundation done in the past year, such as assistance in fund raising, finding Golf Tournament sponsors, help at a fair, solicitation, etc.
Selection will be based on the applicant's 4‑H record as the highest priority, academic performance and the interview. Eastern RI 4-H members must also submit financial information to be considered for the John Clarke scholarships. 
The amount of the scholarship and the number to be awarded are at the discretion of the committee and the board.  Amounts may vary based on 4-H experiences, grades and interview.
Should the student selected for the scholarship fail to meet an academic grade point average of C or better in the semester immediately following the award (or the next semester attended?) or fail to carry out service work with 4-H, the scholarship will be forfeited. If that happens, a student has the option of applying again the following year without prejudice.
