(2) Elective courses : more than 30% of all courses in the fields

É Accreditation to be eligible for credit transfer and degree     

conferment

É Joint guidance by two academic advisors from each university

A special certificate issued by the GU8 Consortium 

(by the name of COP with signatures by Presidents of all member universities)

É Special consideration for further graduate studies at host institutions

(given preference in the admission procedures, tuition reduction, and etc)

international visiting scholars

(March ~ June/ September ~ December)
