Title : 1st Joint-Research Committee Meeting - Sep. 21~23, 2004

The meeting of Joint Research Committee reviewed both ways of joint research and other related agenda in global logistics, business administration, marine affairs, and advanced technology among U7 members.  In addition, the meeting studied the research strengths and opportunities, framework and structure of U7 Joint Research Committee, research, personnel, arrange workshops of research presentations, and others very seriously.

Beverly Swan, the provost and vice president for academic affairs, University of Rhode Island, had welcoming remarks, and then the president of Inha University had congratulatory remarks.  Also, Dr. Young-Tae Chang from Inha University explained the status of U7 Consortium.  Every attendee spent much time to delve into "What actions can we take over the next 3~5 years to ensure the productivity and sustainability of the U7 Joint Research program."  After Dr. Thomas Grigalunas explained agenda for 2004 February in Hawaii, the meeting had election of chairperson of Joint Research Committee.
Many in the meeting showed much interest in knowing how to allocate researchers and professors in specific field and how to raise fund the targeted research.
 

<Newport Resolution - Draft> 
Newport Resolution for Joint-Research of the Global U7 Consortium
The Research Committee of the Global U7 Consortium (henceforth U7)  has accepted its mandate from the Council of Presidents to establish interdisciplinary investigations covering areas of mutual interests, particularly those receiving wide public and private sector support especially Global Logistics, Business Administration, Marine Affairs and Advanced Technologies.

Dr. Seoung-Yong Hong, the President of Inha University and also as the Chair of the Council of Presidents opened the meeting suggesting Ualuable intellectual gains can be achieved combining the best of the East and the West, thereby leading to a creative new thinking processý.

The purpose of this Joint-Research Committee meeting is to develop a plan to encourage the support and promotion of cooperative research program among the U7 members.  The committee adopted a number of projects to ensure the success of joint-research activities among the members.

First, in order to understand each other, we will gather information on our human resources and research activities in the designated fields of Global Logistics, Business Administration, Marine Affairs and Advanced Technologies.  To this end, we will collect and organize data on faculties and major research centers and develop taxonomy so that all the information is easily accessible to members.  We will publish a directory of researchers, upgrade the U7 website, and produce annual report on major research activities carried out by member universities.

Second, we will utilize gathered data and information to prepare a roadmap of long-term research projects and detailed strategic plans.   We will clarify the scope and objectives of research agenda as we construct the plans.

Third, we will pursue fund-raising from the member institutions, government agencies and industrial sectors and will aim for the development of a ten million dollar research fund over the next three years.  We will also work together to develop joint-research proposals and collaborative research projects to be funded by industry and government.

Fourth, as we proceed, we will choose one or two global problems, suitable for collaborative and comparative research.  

Fifth, we will examine the feasibility of new business models for the development of university companies based on intellectual property created as the result of university research.   

Sixth, in the near future we will sponsor five workshops designed to promote collaboration and advance the research agenda of U7.   These include: (1) Bio-Engineering workshop in December, 2004 at Inha University; (2) Ports: Logistics, environmental impact, economics and security in February, 2005 at East-West Center in Hawaii; (3) Nano-Technology in 2005 at Xiamen University; (4) Information Technology in 2005 at Inha University; (5) Economics and Logistics in 2005 at University of Le Havre.

The committee elected the official Chair of the Joint-Research Committee to be Dr. Janett Trubatch, the Vice-Provost of the University of Rhode Island, who will serve for the next three years.  

This resolution will be submitted to the Council of Presidents for approval and distribution to member institutions.

The Joint-Research Committee of U7 has adopted the above resolution in Newport, Rhode Island, USA, the twenty second day of September, two thousand four.  
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
