Successful Science Instruction: Tips 


Here is a short list of items to help you, the classroom teacher, more effectively teach science in your classroom.
During instruction please ensure that: 

· Writing in science journal or notebooks is being utilized with clearly defined expectations. (Same rubric attached)

· All of the lessons from the science kit are being used. 

· Science vocabulary is clearly posted in the room. 

· Attempt to integrate specific vocabulary that is appear on high stakes science tests. The following vocabulary appears on the NECAP Science Test.

· Lessons end with a make-meaning summary discussion. 
(without a direct connection of the concepts and goals from the lesson the inquiry experience is not complete) 
· All of the assessments provided in the kits are utilized – with the final assessment given prior to the kit being packed and returned. (This will allow from re-teaching if needed)

· Structure your science instruction to be no less than two days a week.
