Video Commentary


Content:

· What were the major objectives of the lesson? How do you feel the students responded to the concepts?

· Do you feel the lesson was successful? (Support your claim with examples from the video)

· How did you connect the lesson to prior knowledge and/or other subject areas?

· How comfortable were you with the science content of the lesson? How did you prepare?

Environment:

· Discuss the rules and standards of behavior you established for the lesson. Do you feel you were effective? Explain. (Use evidence from the video)

· What was the rationale for the groups/set up for the lesson?

Instruction:

· What items/techniques/knowledge did you use during the lesson that relates directly to one of the readings used in class? 

· Discuss and highlight your use of student exploration of the lesson.

· Discuss your use of formal/informal presentations as it relates to students within the classroom.

· Highlight how you dealt with one student misconception during the lesson.

· How do you feel you were in addressing students’ questions?

· Discuss the level of questions you asked in the different parts of the lesson. (e.g. detail vs. higher order) Include specific examples

· Discuss changes (from your original plan) you made during instruction and WHY you made them. (Did these changes enhance or detract from the goals of the lesson?) 

 Closing:

· Discuss ways you summarized and made meaning with students at the end of the lesson. 

Learners:  

· How successful do you think the lesson was in terms of students learning? (Use specific examples from the lesson to illustrate your statement) 

· What means did students use to represent their ideas during the lesson? ( e.g. discussion, demonstrations, graphs, diagrams, written explanations, answering worksheet questions)

· How did your lesson provide for different learning styles and/or students with special needs? 

Reflection: 

If you could do the lesson again, what, if anything, would you change to improve the lesson?
