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fPurpose:

Podcast field experiences will provide students with electronic observations of Rhode Island music teachers in
authentic music teaching settings. These electronic field experiences will enhance on-site observations.

IProcess:
Students will:

(a) view the podcast field experience,
(b) complete a journal entry tailored to the electronic field experiences, and
(c) submit the completed journal assignment on TrueOutcomes for assessment by the instructor.

Individual Podcasts in the series may have a particular focus linked to RIBTS and principles of music teaching and
learning. The overarching RIBTS will be identified in individual podcasts in the URI Music Education Podcast Field
Experiences Series to provide a focus for field notes for journals.

Students will be expected to identify and describe examples of sub-RIBTS in their journal entries.

Students will also identify and describe examples of the National Music Standards (NMS) that are addressed in the
music teaching setting. Identifying NMS will also include information of the music concept addressed (rhythm,
texture, melody, etc.) and how the teacher addressed skills and concepts (enactive experience or conscious
practice).

Students will use a Microsoft Word Document template for journal entries.
jProduct:
Students will submit a journal with the following segments for assessment:

1. Rehearsal Map

a. Write an outline of the
activities in the
rehearsal. Include notes
concerning music concepts
addressed as well as
parenthetical reference to
RIBTS and NMS as they occur.

2. Reflection on Principles of Music Teaching and Learning

a. Discuss teacher techniques,
communication skills, and
use of musicianship.

b. Discuss student learning,
such as verbal and/or non-
verbal responses,
demonstration of
musicianship, individual and/
or special needs, and
issues of diversity.

c. Discuss classroom
management, such as teacher
management of physical
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space and materials,
teacher words/messages,
teacher use of discipline,
lesson pacing, and
repertoire used.
