Goal 1: Eradicate Extreme hunger and Poverty
 
1) The first target is to cut the number of people who's income is less than $1 a day in half by 2015
2) The second target is to achieve full productive employment and decent work for all, including women and young people
3) The third target is to cut the portion of people o suffer from hunger in half by 2015
4) The economic crisis that started in 2008, caused the deterioration of the labor market, a decline in employment and a rise in hunger. This caused countries who were on track for MDG's to slow or stop their progress.
5) Over 42 million people have been uprooted by conflict or persecution. Years after these conflicts, refugees remain in camps that have limited employment and education and cause a problem for MDG's progress.  
  

Goal #3: Promote Gender Equality and Empower Women

Important Points:

1. Education – GPI goal overall 97 to 103 girls for every 100 boys

a. Primary Education

i. 60% of the developing world is still shy of the goal

b. Secondary Education

i. 40% of the developing world is shy of the goal

c. Tertiary Education

i. 50% of the developing world is shy of the goal

ii. Forms of study also differ between males and females

1. Social sciences and humanities vs. science and engineering

2. Poverty and Location

a. Ratio of poor girls who drop out of school compared to wealthier girls

i. Primary school ( 6X more likely

ii. Secondary school ( 2X more likely

b. Rural areas vs. Urban areas

i. Travel further to school

ii. Must work on the farm at early age

3. Women in the workplace

a. Under-paid women vs. men

i. 41% in 2008 outside of agriculture women were under-paid

ii. Women are typically paid less and have less secure job employment than men

iii. In farming women do the more vulnerable jobs

b. Power

i. Women have still failed to achieve high power positions 

ii. Many countries and regions elected large %’s of women to the house government, but 58 countries still have less than 10% of government seats filled by women

iii. In countries that have affirmative action programs 27% is amount of women in the government. Compared to 14% in countries that do not have affirmative action programs

4. Financial Crisis 

a. Recession

i. 2008 financial crisis caused the unemployment rates to increase across the world

ii. Financial crisis caused a surge in informal employment some countries have over 80% of workers employed in informal jobs

iii. Even though the number of women in informal employment as risen from 1990 to 2008

MDG #4

U5MR deaths declined from 12.5 million in 1990 to 8.8 million in 2008.

Among the 67 countries with high morality rates-only 10 are on track to meet MDG targets on child survival.

The sub-Saharan Africa countries to have the highest mortality rate, 1in 7 kids died before their 5th birthday. Which accounted for half of the 8.8 million deaths in children under 5 worldwide in 2008.

Four diseases- pneumonia, diarrhea, malaria and AIDS accounted for 43 percent of all deaths in kids under the age of 5 in 2008.

Measles counties to be a key factor in U5MR, with routine immunization it can be prevented BUT single dose vaccine is not effective. In countries with weak health systems, the second dose is offered during campaigns to ensure high coverage.

-in 2008, 132 countries used a 2 dose system routinely

-733,000 deaths in 2000

-164,000 deaths in 2008

Funding is running low for measles controlled activited-projections show without supplementary immunization activities in these countries morality will quickly rebound resulting in approx. 1.7 million measles related deaths between 2010 and 2013. BUT if sufficient funding, political commitment and high quality implementation of the second dose measles strategy in priority countries, the exceptional gains made so far can be maintained.

Here are the MDG notes for Goal 5.

1. The target for goal 5 is by 2015 to reduce by three-quarters the overall maternal mortality rate. 
2. Most maternal deaths can be preventable with proper care and education.
3. There is a drastic difference between care of women and infants in urban and rural locations. Rural communities receive worse care.
4. Income/ wealth gaps between the wealthy and poorest women translates to the quality of professional care received. 
5. Contraceptive use combined with family planning and education is the key to improving all aspects of maternal health. 

MDG #6

Stop the spread of HIV by 2015 and begin to reverse it.
2. Universal access to treatment for AIDS/HIV by 2010
3. Reverse the incidence of malaria by 2015
4. Percentage of population aged 18-25 having comprehensive knowledge of AIDS
5. Poverty limits t he use of mosquito nets being properly used, also there are 150 million short of need
6. TB is the second largest killer of kids after HIV

Goal # 7- Ensure Environmental Sustainability

1. Deforestation

· Forests continuously being cut down

· South America and Africa have the largest forest loss (around 4 mill. Hectares per yr.)

· Programs are in place to slow deforestation but not properly being maintained

2. CO2 emissions and climate change

· CO2 emissions have increased 35% since 1990

· Highest emissions come from developed nations

· In 2008 emissions have slightly declined (result of global emissions crisis)

· Montreal Protocol put into effect to decrease emissions

· Kyoto Protocol mean to decrease CFC’s being released into the atmosphere

· w/o prevention programs atmosphere levels of ozone depleting substances would increase

3. Biodiversity Conservation

· There are aprox. 17, 000 species threatened w/ extinction and will continue to grow (esp. in developing countries) 

· A decrease in biodiversity means shifts in ecosystems and erosion

· Progress in protecting biodiversity has been made, but not fast enough

· IUCN’s Red List Index…charts the proportion of species expected to remain in existence in the near future in the absence of additional conservation action (more species being driven towards extinction than improving)

· Mammals are more threatened than birds

· Because of deforestation and climate change, conservation becomes more and more challenging

4. Water Crisis

· 8 out of 10 people are w/o access to safe water

· Water supply being damaged by manufacturing and agriculture (and pollution as byproduct)

· Piped water is twice as high in urban areas as rural

5. Sanitation

· Misses the UN’s target for proper sanitation set by 2015

· In 2006 there were 2.6 billion people w/o proper sanitation

· 2 countries w/ the greatest challenges= sub Saharan Africa and southern Asia (69 and 64% are w/o access to proper sanitation)

· Greatest threat to human health= open defecation (fecal to oral transmission of disease…esp. in young children)

· Lack of sanitation= increase in slums, child deaths, disease, infertility, etc. 

· Most progress is being made in more rural areas

Millennium Development Goal Report

Goal # 8: Develop a Global Partnership for Development

1. Official Development Assistance from developed countries continues to rise despite the financial downturn. However, Africa is still unable to meet basic development assistance needs. Official Development Assistance is $119.6 billion USD or 31% of combined national income of developed countries.

2. Bilateral aid rose 8.5% in 2010. G8 nations in 2005 committed to increase aid based on a share of GNI (from 80 billion in 2004 to 130 billion in 2010) however, the global downturn reduced this amount to 126 billion. However, government budgets of developed countries have reduced or postponed their pledges and total aid now is expected to be 108 billion in 2010.

3. Africa is the worst off, expecting to receive only $11 billion out of the $25 billion pledged.

4. Aid is still below the UN target of 0.7% GNI for most developed countries contributing aid but the countries that were able to exceed the target in 2009 were the Scandinavian countries and Luxembourg. The next group of large donors were the UK, USA, Germany, France and Japan

5. This year is the target year when EU members of the Development Assistance Committee of the OECD decided back in 2005 that they would try to reach a collective total of 0.56 percent of GNI in net ODA in 2010 with a minimum country contribution of 0.51 percent. Most countries surpassed that goal (Sweden, Luxembourg with 1% or higher, Denmark and Netherlands with 8% or higher and Belgium, UK, Finland, Ireland and Spain at 0.51% or higher). However other countries with cash-strapped government budgets like Greece, France, Germany, Austria and Italy were unable to reach the goal. And Italy contributing the least with 0.20%

6.  2010 is also the midpoint for this group to reach the 2015 target of 0.7 % GNI for each donor country.

7. Aid largely goes to LDC’s with them receiving about a third of the donors total aid. In 2007-2008, out of 71 billion of bilateral ODA. 15.2 billion focused on the achievement of MDG 3 (the promotion of gender equality and the empowerment of women)

8. Developing countries have begun to receive greater access to the markets of developed counties. With developed countries allowing duty free imports to almost 80 percent in 2008. This increased market access is due to the elimination of tariffs under “most favoured nation” treatment. Developed countries benefit most from reduced tariffs on imorts and agricultural products which remained between 5 and 8% in 2008.

9. Debt burden has been reduced over the past few years due to the implementation of debt management programs, the expansion of trade and debt relief. The ratio of debt service to exports remained the same or fell in 2008 and are expected to remain at all time lows.

10. Access to information and communication technology has rapidly increased in developing countries with an estimated cell phone subscription for 67 out of every 100 people. Especially in areas where fixed telephone line percentages remain low, like Sub Saharan Africa, mobile phone service is on the rise and it is also being used for text messaging, mobile banking and disaster management.
