Building Updates:
Vice President Weygand gave the following building updates:

Biotech Building:  2-year project including construction.  Completed April 1, 2009

$50M in GEO bonds

Pharmacy Building:  This building is in the preliminary design stage.  Tom Frisbie-Fulton will bring this back to the committee as it proceeds along.  This is a $75M project and it will be a two-year project completion.

Pell Library/Inner Space: This project has been delayed by the state building commissioner and state fire marshal's office.  They expect to break ground in August.  The old building will be demolished.

Renovation of Lippitt Hall:  Construction may start in August/September.  This will be a one-year project renovation.  Math and Honors will be relocated in Surge spaces.

210 Flagg Road – This has become permanent space for Information Technology.  Tyler Hall will have some surge space classrooms.  Tyler Hall may not be done until Spring 2008 construction.  Kinesiology has moved out of Tootell and Sports medicine and  Academic Enhancement have moved to 210 Surge Bldg.

Independence Square III:  This is a 26,000 sq. ft. building.

Next meeting:  May have pictures, etc of this building.

New Residence Halls:  Buildings A & C are complete and occupied.  Building B will be done by the beginning of May and occupied for summer residents in June.  By September 2007, we will have more residence halls and beds than ever before.

Final stages of Hope Commons will be completed in about a month and will be occupied in June.  The Little 4 will be done this summer.  The last stage of this $65M project will be code work.

Roger Williams Dining Center:  The plan is to turn this building into a student-related center.  It would be privately funded.  The program has not been defined yet.

International Center:  The architect is Lerner, Ladd Associates.  They are looking for private funding for this building.

Other Building Updates:

• There is still a need for a new residence hall with 250-300 beds. A feasibility study will 

   be done to see if it is financially affordable.

• Chemistry, Nursing and Fine Arts are on the priority list after the Pharmacy Building

• All new projects will be LEED Silver certified and any renovations on buildings will be 

   LEED Silver certified or LEED certified with the exception of Lippitt Hall.

Pharmacy Building:  

Tom Frisbie-Fulton showed a slide presentation on the Pharmacy building.  After the presentation, there was some discussion.  One item for follow up discussion was about as projects start to eliminate parking lots.  Is there a parking development plan or policy in place?

GSO Master Plan: 

A question was brought up about if the Master Plan Review Team should oversee the GSO Master Plan because if issues having to do with the Pell Center come up, should we have a committee/representation from GSO?

Campus Climate Commitment: 

Tom Frisbie-Fulton gave a brief presentation and gave examples of what other colleges are doing in gas emissions.

Ann Morrissey indicated that Judith Swift had brought the idea of forming a sustainability committee consisting of students/faculty to the President and he approved the idea.  

Discussion ensued and these questions and/or points were developed:

• Who is taking the lead on this commitment?

• How do we see through the commitment?
• How do we reflect a greater sustainability?

• What do we need to do to move this commitment along?
