iii. Melvin Wade will forward Dr. McCray’s information to CVSA to obtain a video about Cape Verde that can be shown during pool tournament

iv. Tournament will also promote non-alcoholic activities, Study Abroad in Cape Verde, the Bidon Project (to gather school supplies for Cape Verdean schoolchildren)

v. If CVSA does not get iPod, will solicit certificates from Emporium stores

vi. Event open to all organizations; on-site registration; single elimination

vii. VOTE: 1 nay from Chris Frappier; Funds approved
1. Chris Frappier emphasizes that filling out the budget proposal paperwork correctly is important for future proposals
2. Stephen Yang emphasizes that it is important that through their advertisement, CVSA focus on promoting the non-alcoholic event and the rest of the agenda and not to focus too much on the iPod as the grand prize.
viii. Melvin states that Stephen and Chris’ comments should be taken into consideration in terms of reaching for a higher standard of operation
ix. Several members commented that MUSIC members appear to attend meetings primarily for access to monies and that we should really try to work together as a group on coalition building and advising the MCC

v. Concerns were raised by Rama Ly, Mailee Kue, Stephen Ho, Stephen Yang, Judy Lau, etc. and the Council discussed the following:

1. possibly reserving alternative transportation (driving cars or taking a bus instead of flying)

2. reducing the number of rooms from 4 to 3 to fit the co-ed group of 8 NSBE members
3. the amount spent per student is somewhat expensive, almost $700.00 per student

vi. Concern brought up by Stephen Yang about whether NSBE members will take conference seriously
vii. Chidi says driving and reducing the number of rooms would pose an inconvenience

viii. As a Level III organization of Student Senate, NSBE does not have a budget but can access contingency funds

ix. VOTE: 2 nays from Mailee Kue and Judy Lau; Funds approved.

x. Total balance remaining for MUSIC: $2732.60

i. Requests $370.00 to cover expenses for decorations, food, fabric
ii. Presentation by Nadine Almada and Rama Ly
